Graduation certificate of master’s course program (or certificate of expected graduation): For those who have obtained
master’s degree, submit a certificate of master’s degree.

One of the following, Copy of TOEFL Examinee Score Report, Official Certificate of English Ability of TOEIC, or of IELTS.
Letter of Recommendation (issued by the supervisor of your current/former degree program or the equivalent, and it should
be written on the paper with official letterhead of the recommender’s institution.)

The letter of recommendation should include the followings: General remarks and overall impressions of the applicant
(academic ability, aptitude for research or professional skills, character, quality of previous works, etc.), Name of the applicant,
Recommender’s relationship with the applicant, Recommender’s institution, position, and contact information including
email address, Recommender’s signature (in his/her own handwriting), and Date of issue.
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Research Progress Report (The applicants who have completed the master's program should submit Master thesis) and attach
the presentation materials if any.

If the thesis is not written in English or Japanese, please attach the summary in English or Japanese.

Additional documents are required by the department (In case that there are separate instructions by prospective supervisor).

V. Selection Procedures

Successful applicants shall be selected on the basis of the Application Documents of the applicants and their results of the academic

examination. Please contact to the prospective supervisor on the examination, schedule, and so on.

VI. Announcement of Successful Applicants and Admission
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Entrance examination results will be announced to applicants in late February, 2023.

Prospective supervisor of each successful applicant will issue the document stating that the financial aid which is equivalent
to the amount of tuition fees shall be provided. Even if a successful applicant cannot acquire a status as “t%1+-A/574” under
“ESERGR RIS EA 15 B, the admission to our doctoral program remains valid, except for the Department
of Architecture and Architectural Engineering, Mechanical Engineering and Science, Micro Engineering, and Molecular
Engineering.

When you receive the selection result from the Chinese government, you must report to VIII. Contact Address as soon as
possible. The successful applicants should send the copy of certificate (in PDF) issued by the government (both Chinese and
English) by email.

Applicants can not apply to two or more departments in the Graduate School of Engineering at the same time. Also, applicants
cannot be enrolled in other universities or other schools of Kyoto University at the same time as in the Graduate School of
Engineering.

Enrollment date shall be October 1, 2023 or April 1, 2024. Applicants must discuss with their prospective supervisors when
to enroll and notify us at the time of application.

Applicants who have been granted admission will be informed of admission procedure separately. Admission fee amounts
282,000 Japanese Yen (The amount is subject to change).
