XIV. Master’s Double Degree Program

Kyoto University offers a double degree program in which both partner universities award degrees to each other.

In April 2022, the Graduate School of Engineering launched a master's double degree program with the Shenzhen
International Graduate School of Tsinghua University in China. This double degree program allows students to
study for a total of three years at both Kyoto University (Japan) and Tsinghua University (China), and to obtain
two master's degrees upon completion. The program is open to master's degree students in the Department of
Environmental Engineering who have passed this entrance examination and who wish to participate in the program
within one month of their enrollment. However, students of Chinese nationality are not eligible.
