The Master’s Program at the Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University refers to the two-year program
prior to the Doctoral Program, as stipulated in Article 4-4 of the University Establishment Standards.

The applicants who meet the standard set by the division/department is considered as a qualifier. The
successful applicants will be decided among the qualifiers. When there are declensions after the announcement of
successful applicants, the next qualifier in a waiting list in each division/department becomes an additional
successful applicant.

II. Eligibility and its screening
i. Eligibility
Applicants must satisfy any of the following eligibility or will satisfy any of the following eligibility by the
end of March 2024.

(1) A person who has graduated from a Japanese university or Professional and Vocational University
(hereinafter, referred to as PVU) .

(2) A person who has received a bachelor’s degree according to the provisions of Article 104, Paragraph 7 of
the School Education Law.

(3) A person who has completed a 16-years of formal school education in a foreign country. *iii

(4) A person who has completed a 16-years of education by correspondence courses of a foreign-affiliated
educational institution in Japan. *iii

(5) A person who has completed a program(limited to a program whose graduates are regarded as having
completed a 16-year course in the respective foreign country) of a foreign-affiliated educational institution
in Japan which is accredited under the school education system of the respective foreign country as
offering a undergraduate program of the foreign university(this includes the school equivalent to PVU in
that country, the same shall apply hereinafter) and which is designated by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology(hereinafter, referred to as the MEXT). *iii

(6) A person who has received a degree equivalent to a bachelor’s degree by completing a three-year
or longer program at a foreign university or other foreign educational institution. The university or
educational institution must have been accredited by the respective foreign government or a person
certified by the appropriate foreign governmental agency, or have been so designated by the MEXT.
(This includes a person who has completed an appropriate program offered by the respective foreign
educational institution through distance learning while residing in Japan, and a person who has
completed an appropriate foreign educational program at an educational institution in Japan as
specified in the previous item.) *iii

(7) A person who has completed the required course of study in a higher professional school designated by
the MEXT after a date specified by the MEXT.

(8) A person designated by the MEXT (under Notification No.5, Minister of Education, 1953)

(9) A person having attended a Japanese university/PVU for at least 3 years(including a person designated
by the MEXT as satisfying Article 102 Paragraph 2 of the School Education Act) and having been
recognized by the Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University as having achieved excellent grades
in certain determined classes. *iv

(10) A person who has reached the age of 22, and has been recognized by the individual screening in the
Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University as having academic abilities equivalent or superior to
those of university/PVU graduates. *iv

ii . Applicants who have graduated or expect to graduate from non-Japanese universities

Those who have graduated or expect to graduate from non-Japanese universities , and wish to enrol in Kyoto

University as a research, master's or doctoral student, are required to contact the Admissions Assistance Office

(AAO) for a preliminary screening before eligibility confirmation and submitting their application documents

to the graduate school of Engineering. For details, refer to the following website.

iii. Eligibility Confirmation (under requirements (3)(4)(5)(6))
(Except Research students of Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University)

A person who has graduated or expects to graduate from a foreign university, or a person who has received
or is expected to receive a bachelor’s degree from a foreign university, needs to submit the scanned Certificate
of (Expected) Graduation and Certificate of Bachelor’s Degree Conferment (If the Certificate of Graduation
shows that a bachelor’s degree has been conferred, applicants don’t need to submit the latter) and the Resume
Form prescribed in I11-ii-® in order to confirm your eligibility. These documents must be submitted to the
Graduate Student Section (refer to VIII) by 5:00pm, 15 May 2023 by email. The subject of the email is to be
“Eligibility Confirmation”.

iv. Eligibility Screening (under requirement (9)(10))
Those who intend to apply under requirement (9) or (10) above are subject to screening prior to Application.
The documents below must be submitted to the Graduate Student Section (refer to VIII).
When mailing, use registered mail and mark “For eligibility screening for application to Master’s Program in
Graduate School of Engineering” in red on the envelope. The required documents must arrive by 5:00 pm, 22
May 2023.

[Documents necessary for eligibility screening]

(1) Eligibility statement (Applicants under requirement (9) or (10)) Download the designated
form from the website of the Graduate School of Engineering.

(2) Recommendations (Applicants under (9)) To be prepared and sent in a sealed envelope by
the university at which the applicant has been enrolled (any format is
acceptable).

(3) Academic transcript (Applicants under (9)) To be prepared and sent in a sealed envelope by

the university at which the applicant has been enrolled.

(Applicants under (10)) To be prepared and sent in a sealed envelope
by the last university at which the applicant is or was enrolled.

(4) Curriculum (Applicants under (9)) The curriculum including class descriptions is
to be provided by the university department at which the applicant has
been enrolled.

1. Applicants under (9) above are screened by the submitted documents.

2. Applicants applied under (10) above are screened by both the submitted documents and either a written or
oral examinations (or both) for evaluating their academic abilities.

3. The written and/or oral examinations will be conducted on 31 May 2023 at the Graduate School of
Engineering.

4. The screening results will be mailed on 2 June 2023.
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III. Application

i. Application Procedures

The application procedure will be completed when you registered your information and make payment for
entrance exam fee on the Kyoto University Online Application((D) and submit the application documents in
paper by mail or bringing (@) within the designated periods.

(1) You should paste the label that you can print from the registration completion screen of the Kyoto University
Online Application on a square shape envelope(Size 240 mm X 332 mm), and enclose all the completed
application documents prescribed in ii by registered express mail or direct submission. Overseas applicants
must send the documents by registered express mail (e.g. EMS, UPS, DHL or FedEx).

(2) Incomplete documents or those submitted after the designated period(®) will not be accepted.

(3) No changes are allowed in applications once they have been received.

(4) The entrance exam fee will be returned to the applicant under the following circumstances only.

1. The fee was paid but the applicant did not apply for the Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University.
(No application was made for the Graduate School of Engineering, or an application was not accepted by
the Graduate School of Engineering).

2. The applicant inadvertently made a double payment of the fee.

(7) Persons with disabilities who need reasonable accommodation are invited to consult with the Graduate School
of Engineering when taking the entrance examination and attending courses. Those persons are advised to
contact the Graduate Student Section(refer to VIII) well in advance since it may require some time for the
university to prepare for appropriate correspondence.

$<We will refund the entrance exam fee to the international students who receive the
Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) MEXT Scholarship after enrollment. We do
not refund a processing fee. Bank transfer fee will be borne by the applicants when
refunding. Those who enroll as MEXT scholarship student in other than
Faculty/Graduate School of Engineering, Kyoto University must submit a MEXT
Scholarship Student certificate. Those who are applying to MEXT scholarship must
submit a Passing Certificate of the First Screening, etc.. We do not refund the entrance
exam fee in case current MEXT scholarship students cannot extend their status as
MEXT scholarship student after the enrollment.

VI. Admission Fee, Tuition and Admission Procedure
1. Admission Fee and Tuition

Admission fee: ¥282,000

*International students expected to receive MEXT Scholarship are exempt from this fee.
Tuition: ¥267,900 for one semester (annually ¥535,800)
*International students receiving MEXT Scholarship are exempt from this fee.

Notes: The amounts quoted above are tentative and may be revised. If the amounts are amended at the
time of admission or while the individual is registered as a student, the new amounts shall apply from the
time of the amendment.

2. Admission Procedure

(1) Enrolment Date: April 1, 2024

(2) Instructions on admission procedure will be mailed to each successful applicant in early-March 2024.

(3) Notify the cluster office for each division/department immediately if the successful applicant declines
admission.

(4) International students must obtain their student visas by 1 April 2024.

(5) The deadline for admission procedure is scheduled in mid-March 2024.

(6) Information regarding dates for enrollment procedure will be uploaded on the website of the Graduate
School of Engineering in late-January 2024.

VII. Notes
(1) Handling of Personal Information

Personal information will be handled in accordance with “Act on the Protection of Personal Information” and
“The personal information policy at Kyoto University”.

Name, gender, date of birth, address and other personal information provided through application is used for
(Dentrance examinations (application procedures and screening), @announcement of successful applicants, @
admission procedures.

In addition, personal information (including information relating to performance evaluation) of enrolled
students provided through application is used for (Dstudents affairs(management of students’ ID, academic
supervision, improvement of educational curriculum, etc.), @ offering support to students (securing student
health care, career support, application for tuition exemption and scholarship, etc.), @collecting tuition fees.

XIII.  Top Global Course

The Japan Gateway: Kyoto University Top Global Program was launched in 2014 as a “Top Type” model
university in Japan to foster global talent that will take active roles around the world with strategic vision, creativity,
ability to develop ideas, and continuity.
