V. Details of Entrance Examinations

(1) Special selection of international students who apply for the “Human Security Engineering” Integrated Master's-
Doctoral Course Program of Interdisciplinary Engineering Course Program
Decisions on pass or fail are made on the basis of an oral examination. The score of English tests, including TOEFL,
TOEIC, or IELTS, will be added to the score of the oral examination (100 out of 1000). If it is not submitted, your
English proficiency will be evaluated in the oral examination.

(a) Oral examination (full mark: 1000)
- The oral examination will relate to your current research in the master’s program or research conducted in
the past and basic academic ability related to these as well as on research plans in the doctoral program.
The oral examination will be conducted after the oral presentation (within 25 minutes) on research contents,
achievements, and future research plans (a total of 60 minutes, including oral presentation).

In the case of a student of 5 years course of the Integrated Master's-Doctoral Course Program
(Interdisciplinary Engineering Course / Advanced Engineering Course), the oral examination time will be
30 minutes. The research plans in the doctoral program with your master’ s research progress and results
must be presented within 15 minutes.

[Note] TOEFL score: Please submit your official score record (either “Test Taker Score Report” or Examinee
Score Report”) by the due date to the Department of Environmental Engineering of the Graduate School
of Engineering according to Institution Code C121 designated by the Department of Environmental
Engineering. Please submit a copy of the above official score record (a print out of the downloaded PDF
of the Test Taker Score Report is acceptable). MyBest ™ score is not accepted as TOEFL score. Please
submit the Official Score Certificate of TOEIC and Test Report Form (hereafter academic transcripts) of
IELTS.

(2) Selection of Those Who Qualify and Pass
Those who earn 600 points and over in their oral examination are eligible qualifiers. Successful candidates will be
selected from the qualifiers.

Photocopies will not be
accepted. However, if the delivery of the academic transcripts is delayed, photocopies of your score on the
websites will be also accepted for TOEIC and IELTS. Should there be any false information found in documents
at a later stage, acceptance will be cancelled.
Your English score will be added to the score of the oral examination (100 points out of 1000). Applicants
whose native language is English are exempted from submission of academic transcripts by submitting the
“Letter of English Proficiency Statement” (Form D2) to the department in advance.
