- Those who meet the eligibility requirements for applicants specified in the Guideline for Applicants and have
graduated or are expected to graduate courses, departments, faculties, or universities other than the
Environmental Engineering Course, Undergraduate School of Civil, Environmental and Resources Engineering,
Faculty of Engineering, Kyoto University (including Undergraduate School of Environmental and Sanitary
Engineering, Faculty of Engineering, Kyoto University).

- Those who meet the eligibility requirements for applicants specified in the Guideline for Applicants and have
practical work experience or are expected to have practical work experience of two years after graduating the
Environmental Engineering Course, Undergraduate School of Civil, Environmental and Resources Engineering,
Faculty of Engineering, Kyoto University (including Undergraduate School of Environmental and Sanitary
Engineering, Faculty of Engineering, Kyoto University).

In the Advanced Engineering Course of the Department of Environmental Engineering, our philosophies are “solving

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and regional environments,” “creating a new environmental science.” We aim to develop next-generation leaders of
researchers and technicians with wide general academic abilities that can contribute to resolve the global/regional
environmental problems, capabilities in problem identification/solving skills, and high levels of ethics. In this course,
students will learn cutting edge research methods for environmental problems, focusing on research for dissertation
from the first year. Students will learn not only engineering, but also various theories surrounding environmental
problems such as medicine/sociology/economics/ethics through systematic curriculum covering entire areas of

environmental engineering and science.

[Master’s Course Program]

The Department of Environmental Engineering will help develop technicians/researchers that can contribute to
resolving environmental issues on a global and regional level.

If you submit one of the academic transcripts, your English proficiency will be evaluated based on both the academic
transcript and your academic records on English, and the better score will be your English score for this examination.

For TOEFL we only accept TOEFL-iBT (internet Based Test including (Special) Home Edition) and TOEFL-PBT
(Paper Based Test), and for TOEIC, we only accept TOEIC Listening & Reading Test conducted in Japan or in Korea.
Please note that academic transcripts from group exams such as TOEFL-ITP or TOEIC IP are not valid.

For TOEFL academic transcripts, submit the above applicant academic transcripts (print outs of Test Take Score
Report that is downloaded from the website in PDF are allowed). MyBest ™ score is not accepted as TOEFL score.
For TOEIC and IELTS, we only accept original copies of academic transcripts. Photocopies will not be accepted.
However, if the delivery of the academic transcripts is delayed, photocopies of your score on the websites will be
also accepted for TOEIC and IELTS. Should there be any false findings in documents at a later stage, passing the
examination will be cancelled.
