“Examinee Score Report™), or “Official Score Certificate” of TOEIC or “Test Report Form” of IELTS
(hereinafter referred to as “academic transcript”) that is submitted to the Department of Environmental
Engineering, Graduate School of Engineering by Friday, February 3, 2023 (note that these tests must be
taken after February 3, 2021), or the academic records on English in your transcript.

- If you submit one of the academic transcripts, your English proficiency will be evaluated based on both
the academic transcript and your academic records on English, and the better score will be your English
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score for this examination.

[Advanced Engineering Course]
In the Advanced Engineering Course of the Department of Environmental Engineering, our philosophies are
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“solving surfaced/latent environmental problems,” “securing environment to support health,” “creating
sustainable global and regional environment,” and “creating a new environmental science.” We aim to
develop next-generation leaders of researchers and technicians with wide general academic abilities that can
contribute to resolve the global/regional environmental problems, capabilities in problem
identification/solving skills, and high levels of ethics. In this course, students will learn cutting edge research
methods for environmental problems, focusing on research for dissertation from the first year. Students will
learn not only engineering, but also various theories surrounding environmental problems such as
medicine/sociology/economics/ethics through systematic curriculum covering entire areas of environmental

engineering and science.

[Master’s Course Program]
The Department of Environmental Engineering will help develop technicians/researchers that can contribute
to resolving environmental issues on a global and regional level. Specifically, it will hold as philosophies
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“solving surfaced/latent environmental problems,” “securing the environment to support health,” “creating
sustainable global and regional environments,” and “creating a new environmental science.” It will also take
an approach that focuses on education/research activities based on engineering technologies that emphasize
environmental issues in the field, including the international research field centering on Asian regions and an
interdisciplinary style that covers from medicine/sociology/economics to ethics.
