
For the international students who would like to apply for 
the scholarships in 2021  
     Those international students who wish to apply for scholarships through Kyoto University in 2021, must submit the 奨学金申請書 (Scholarship Application Form) for 2021.  Those who are master’s and doctoral students as of April 2021 must take an interview stated below if they intend to apply for any scholarships in 2021.  Please submit the application form to the department office, or the cluster office which you belong before the deadline.

Required documents:  Scholarship Application Form for 2021 (used for internal screening in the Engineering Department), a copy of your national health insurance card (refer to the notes), a copy of your residence card 

Where the application form is:  At the faculty office, or the cluster office    

The deadline for the documents:  Ask at the department office, or the cluster office 

The date of the interview:  May 17th (Mon.) AM or 18th (Tue.) AM, 2021
The place of the interview:  To be determined (Within B Cluster, Katsura Campus.)

The time and place of the interview:  To be announced
 Note: The interview might be changed to ONLINE, depending on situation of COVID-19.
Notes:
1. Those students, like the undergraduate students who are expected to attend the master’s course, the master’s students who are expected to attend the doctoral course, and the research students who are expected to attend the master’s or doctoral course, must pass the entrance examination  before the application. 

2. As a general rule, it is necessary to type letters in application form.  Fill out the date and hand-written signature in the appropriate columns of the last page after printing out and submit to the department office.  If possible, it is better to prepare the application form in Japanese.  
3. All graduate students who wish to apply for scholarships in 2021 must take an interview, held in 3 times a year, September, October or next April.  Otherwise you will not be eligible to apply for any scholarships through Kyoto University. 
4. All applicants must have national health insurance and pay for the insurance appropriately. Please submit a copy of your national health insurance card with other application documents. 

   * In case if your national health insurance has been renewed, you need to submit a copy of new card even though you are not required to submit the application form.  
5. We will arrange group interviews for approximately 6 people in Japanese or English. All applicants are required to make a 2 minutes speech of self-introduction and own research theme during the interview. Those who have a scholarship interview in Japanese will be preferentially selected as nominees for foundation interviews conducted in Japanese.
